(a matching platform).

Step 2: Please go to the website (www.german-chinese-
excellence-matching.eu) and register with your name and
institution between March ¢ and 24, 2009. All registrations
have to be made in English.

Step 3: You can select a number of institutions from the
other country whom you would like to meet during the
conference and send a meeting request. Your selection has
to be ranked according to meeting priority. Deadline for
meeting requests is March 24, 2009.

Step 4: The platform matches the meeting requests of the
German and Chinese institutions and assigns meeting
times (formal meeting slots: 30 minutes). Should a uni-
versity not send a representative, you will receive an email
informing you prior to the conference.

Step 5: You will receive a list of your scheduled meetings at

the registration desk upon registration for the conference.
On April 1, 2009, you will meet with your assigned partners.
