In addition, they have the opportunity to follow 
an OLS language course to improve their level 
if needed.

The OLS language assessment is compulsory, but most 
importantly, it allows you to assess your proficiency 
in each linguistic skill. 

By taking the assessment, you will also have a chance 
to improve your level by following an OLS language 
course.

At the end of your exchange abroad, after having 
taken the final language assessment, you will be able 
to check your progress in the language, and receive 
a detailed evaluation record informing you of your 
new level. This is also an opportunity for you to easily 
update your Europass CV or Youthpass !
